County Flood Control District.   

MICHAEL D. TALBOTT, P.E., D.WRE, the Director of the Harris 
County Flood Control District in Houston, Texas, has been with the 
district for 29 years.  Under his direction, the district carries out its 
mission to devise countywide flood damage reduction plans, 
implement those plans, and maintain the infrastructure.  That 
mission is executed in the third most populated county in the 
United States, with a population in excess of 3.9 million, which 
includes the City of Houston, the nation’s fourth largest city.  The 
district has jurisdiction over the primary stormwater facilities in the 
county, which consist of about 1,500 channels, totaling nearly 
2,500 miles in length, as well as more than 40 regional stormwater 
detention basins and a 2.5-square mile wetlands mitigation bank.  
Mr. Talbott is active in a number of associations, local committees 
and task force groups relating to stormwater planning and 
environmental management.  Mr. Talbott is a licensed professional 
engineer with a Bachelor of Science in Civil Engineering from 
Texas A&M University and a Master of Business Administration 
from the University of Houston.

The joint committee meeting of Public Agencies and 
Infrastructure was held on June 22, 2010 at HESS. 
We had two speakers, Maureen Crocker and Billy 
Cooke, who updated the committees on the Gulf 
Coast Rail District and specifically the US 290 
Conceptual Engineering Study of the Eureka line. 
 
Maureen Crocker is the Interim Executive Director of 
the Rail District and she explained that the board is 
made up of 14 members of stakeholders 
representing the member counties, agencies and 
interested parties. TxDOT, HGAC and others have 
conducted studies that determine that the Houston 
region needs around $3B worth of rail and 
associated infrastructure (like overpass, sidings, etc) 
to develop 5 commuter rail lines and improve freight 
efficiencies.  The value of motorist time at blocked 
crossings is $2.4B/20 years and freight traffic is expected to almost triple by 2035.  
 
The Rail District has no taxing source and is looking at how to generate matching funds so they can tab Federal 
moneys to support this type of development. 
 
Ms. Crocker is an Executive-On-Loan from the City of Houston where she serves as a Special Assistant to the 
Mayor.  
 
Billy Cooke with Klotz and Associates is the Project Manager for the Conceptual study along the US 290 corridor 
tying into the Eureka yard. This study is being funded by Federal stimulus money and has generated a lot of 
interest. Although there are several transportation options proposed for the 290 corridor, studies show they are 
all needed to address an ever growing demand. 
 
The HGAC study identified this line as one that has an existing demand that will continue to grow. The 
community and local stakeholders have responded to the study and requested that additional station locations be 
considered and studied. The study is considering anything outside of the rail ROW to be provided by the 
sponsoring group or city for the stations. This would include things like parking lots. 
 
The UP seems to be on board with developing this line for commuters and can shift all but night time freight 
trains to different lines leaving the rails available for the commuter trains during the day. 
 
Although the studies all show a great need and project a demand for these services, the funding has to be found 
to make this dream a reality. 
 
 
Next month (July) we will receive an update on the Grand Parkway from David Gornet, P.E. Executive Director of 
the Grand Parkway Association. Typically the committees meet the 4th Tuesday of each month at HESS.
