In order to promote the interests of the Houston/Galveston Post of the Society of American Military Engineers and in 
support of its dedication to the national defense, scholarship(s) are awarded annually to selected applicant(s). For 2010, 
we have up to $10,000.00 available for scholarships:  $2,000.00 scholarships are planned to be awarded to full time 
college students having completed one year of college and $1,000.00 scholarships are planned to be awarded to 
entering college freshmen. 
 
ELIGIBILITY:  is limited to a full time student enrolled in an accredited college or university who: 
 

- Is a SAME Houston/Galveston Post member’s dependant, or grandchild or great-grandchild  
    *****OR***** 
- Is a member of the Texas A&M Chapter, student member of the Houston/Galveston Post, or  

student member of another TEXOMA Post that honors Houston/Galveston Post student 
members for their scholarships  

 
By restricting eligibility as above, scholarships are made available to those full time students who have an association 
with the Houston/Galveston Post or other TEXOMA Post that supports our students. This places applicants on a “level 
playing field” before selection criteria are applied to determine the best qualified student. All scholarships will be 
awarded on merit. 
 
SELECTION CRITERIA: 
Merit 
- Candidate is participating in an R.O.T.C. Program 
- He/she is enrolled in an Engineering/Architectural/Computer Science/Science/Construction Technology Curriculum 
- His/her cumulative GPA (High School GPA for entering college freshman) 
- He/she is a student member or dependent/grandchild or great-grandchild of a post member 
- Preference to seniority (Senior-4, Junior-3, Sophomore-2, Freshman-1) 
- Discussion paper
